Cufting and Sewing Triangle Paper

Using 5 sheets 2" half square paper

layer fabric 1 and fabric 2 right sides il
together with paper on top of fabric 1.

Stitch on all the dotted lines, cut apart on all the
solid lines. Tear paper away, press seams toward
darker fabric and trim “dog-ears”. You will need 144
triangle squares.

Using 2 sheets of 4" half square paper

layer fabric 3 and fabric 4 right sides to- B
gether with paper paper on top of fabric 3.

Stitch on all the dotted lines, cut apart on all the
solid lines. Tear paper away, press seams toward
darker fabric and trim “dog-ears”. You will need 24

triangle squares.
Cutting Strips and Squares
Cut 6 -2%" x 44" strips from fabric
1, then cross-cut into 24 -214" x 6%" D I:I
rectangles and 24 -2%%" squares.

Cut 1 -2%" x 44" strips from fabric 5, then .
cross-cut into 6 -2%" connecting squares.

Cut 6 -41%" x 44" strips from SOECCECCEDC!
fabric 6, then cross-cut into i

17 -4%" x 14%" rectangles.

Piecing

Step 1: Piece 96 triangle
squares into pairs as
shown. Make 24 of
each pair.
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Step 2: Add a corner square
of fabric 1 to 24 of
the pairs.

Step 3: Add a paw square H e
of the 4" half +O M= '
square triangles

to the remaining
24 pairs.

Step 4: Piece the units from [m “
step 2 and step 3
into the single
Bear’s Paw units.

Step 5: Following the diagram, add background lat-
tice strips to single paw units. Piece lattice
and small squares for middle rows. Sew all

three rows together to complete the block.
Make 6 blocks.

Step 6: Piece the remaining half

square triangles into pairs,
then piece the pairs to- m
gether to make pinwheels. lj“!=

Make 12 blocks.

Step 7: Piece together 4 rows of 3 pinwheels and 2
lattice strips. Press seams toward lattice.
Piece together 3 rows of 2 blocks and 3 lat-
tice strips. Press seams toward lattice.
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Finishing

piece together to get the correct length and width

needed. (You will have to piece 2 strips together to

get the side length. You will piece 1% strips together Fabric 1 White 2 yards
first then the top and bottom. Fabric 3 Light Red 15 yard

Triangle Paper™ Requirements

After you have added all the borders, you are now
ready to layer, quilt and bind.
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Step 10: Press the top carefully before layering. After
your top is basted together quilt it by hand or ma-
chine, then bind.
